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Q&A’s From Final Parent Briefing 18/10/2016

If you were unable to make the meeting last night regarding final plans for the 2016 Canberra Camp, these are notes of questions and answers that were discussed.

· Is the Bus to the airport included? Yes, we are providing a bus to leave from school around 11am – 11.30am. 
· Do children wear their school uniform to school on Monday? No, normal day clothes, comfortable for the plane trip are required, but they must wear their new Canberra jacket for identification purposes at the airport and for travelling.
· Will they need a school uniform? Yes, they will be required to wear full uniform on Thursday 17th Nov. This should be packed into a clear plastic bag preferably put into a safe place in their suitcase (maybe the suitcast lid part is good as it is separate from their other clothes). They will need school pants, school shirt, normal school jacket, school hat and closed in shoes.
· Can my child carry their own medication? No, all medication must be documented by camp supervisors. Deb Smith is in charge of administering all medication on camp. Children are not permitted to keep medication in their backpacks or cabin at any time. This is includes Panadol, Travel Sickness etc.
· How will I know if my child is OK? We will be posting daily facebook photos and stories of our activities. 
· Will the school provide the Journal? Yes
· Lunch on Monday? Parents will be required to pack a substantial lunch (dinner will be on the plane) and we will eat it at the airport when we arrive.
· Luggage? Duffle bag or suitcase is fine, Qantas standard, whatever they can fit their items into and carry or wheel themselves.
· Parent goodbyes on 14th Nov? It is our preference that parents say goodbye when they drop children at school on Monday as this way it is cleaner and easier for students and we will have a tight schedule to stick to.
· Do the children need to bring sleeping bags? No, all linen is provided.
· Can they bring snacks? Just for the first day, airplane trip etc. The flight to Canberra will not have individual movie screens, so students are advised to pack in their hand luggage: cards (uno), puzzles, colour-ins, pens and paper etc. to keep themselves occupied.
· Is there a bus from Perth airport to home on Friday 18th Nov. ? No, parents will need to pick their own child up from the airport and let their child’s supervisor know when they take them from the airport. If you are organising for your child to go home with someone else, the school will need to be notified prior to the day. No child will be allowed to go home with an unauthorised adult.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Time keeping: wake up, be ready for breakfast etc. It is advisable to provide your child with a watch to wear on camp and teach them to set the alarm so they can manage their time on camp appropriately.
